* In what ways have you seen the difference between relief and
restoration?

* Why do you think our typical first reaction to needy people is to
give them relief instead of restoration?

» What do you think would have happened to the crippled man if
Peter and John had given him the money he had asked for?
Read Acts 3:6, Galatians 6:7, and Psalm 70:5.
These verses reflect the three prayers of the restorer.
* What kind of impact do you think the church would have if we
focused more on restoration instead of relief when it comes to

dealing with needy people?

* Why is it important that we don’t continually rescue overly needy
people from their own consequences?

* Who are some overly needy people that you can help restore?
What steps will you take to restore them?

* Where do you need God’s restoration in your life?
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
