QUICK REVIEW – Looking back over your sermon notes, was there a 
particular point or passage of Scripture that challenged, confused or 
caught your attention? 
 
1. If you were to suggest to the average person that a wife should be 
submissive to her husband, what do you think they would say? What are 
some popular theories about submission? 
 
2. Submission is one of those things that can be hard to talk about and 
even harder to practice, yet Jesus tells us to submit to one another. 
Fortunately, the Bible gives us some instruction on what it looks like to put 
someone else’s needs above our own. Read Ephesians 5:25-33 and 
Philippians 2:5-11 and take some notes on how we can “imitate” God’s 
love and Christ’s attitude.  
 

Christ’s love for the church is not just a great example of 
submission, it also shows how it was meant to be a model of how 
men should love their wives. What are some things that keep people 
today from truly loving others in this extreme way?
