Read 1 Samuel 15:24-25, John 15:18-20 and Matthew 5:10-12. 

These passages show us two barriers on the road to being weird: the 

need to please and criticism. 

 • How consumed are you with what people think about you? 

  How has that influenced your actions? 

 • Why is it so important that we not become obsessed with  

  what others think about us? 

 • How can being criticized for your faith be good for your  

  relationship with Christ? 

 • Who is someone you admire for handling criticism for their 

  faith? What did you learn from this person? 

 

Read 1 Thessalonians 2:4 and Proverbs 29:25. 

These verses show us that we can’t please everyone, but we can 

please God. 

 • What are some of the blessings you have experienced as a 

  result of your pleasing God? 

          • What are some things you can do this week to help you 

 focus more on pleasing God instead of others?  
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
